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This trick makes it easier to share their special foods -- laced with a radioactively green goop --

that turn people into human/ plant hybrids that the goblins can then use for food.

Actors said the movie's production crew, all Italians, didn't speak any English and couldn't communicate. Their only link to the actors

was a translator, whose English was broken at best, which is possibly the principal source of the movie's comical problems.

"We didn't know what was going on, and they didn't know what to tell us," said Lance Williams, who played one of the goblin townsfolk.

George Hardy, who played the father of the Waits family, which the townsfolk of Nilbog (goblin spelled backward) are after,

said the language barrier made an already confusing script downright impossible to understand.

"I had no clue what was going on in the film," he said. "It was so discombobulated.

We'd all try to read through the script and figure it out, but we couldn't do it."

Now that the kitsch film is becomingly increasing popular, Hardy said he hopes it takes its place in

American pop culture alongside such movies as "The Rocky Horror Picture Show."
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
